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USE OF PODCASTS AS A MODERN METHOD
OF TEACHING FOREIGN LANGUAGES

Today we can observe the formation of a completely new concept of education,
which is primarily aimed at entering the world information and educational space.

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The main podcast genres are audioblogs (online diary), music, technology, comedy
podcasts, audiobooks, educational podcasts, interviews, news and politics, radio
shows and radio shows, sports and gaming podcasts, and other socially important
topics for the development of new vocabulary.
